Alleluia. Christ our Passover has been sacrificed for us; * 

   therefore let us keep the feast, 

Not with the old leaven, the leaven of malice and evil, * 

   but with the unleavened bread of sincerity and truth. 

 Alleluia. 

 

Christ being raised from the dead will never die again; * 

   death no longer has dominion over him. 

The death that he died, he died to sin, once for all; * 

   but the life he lives, he lives to God. 

So also consider yourselves dead to sin, * 

  and alive to God in Jesus Christ our Lord.

The Lessons 
 

Officiant 1   A Reading from Paul’s 2nd Letter to the Corinthians 
      2 Corinthians 4:1-6 
 

Since it is by God's mercy that we are engaged in this ministry, 

we do not lose heart. We have renounced the shameful things that 

one hides; we refuse to practice cunning or to falsify God's word; 

but by the open statement of the truth we commend ourselves to 

the conscience of everyone in the sight of God. And even if our 

gospel is veiled, it is veiled to those who are perishing. In their 

case the god of this world has blinded the minds of the 

unbelievers, to keep them from seeing the light of the gospel of 

the glory of Christ, who is the image of God. For we do not 

proclaim ourselves; we proclaim Jesus Christ as Lord and 

ourselves as your slaves for Jesus' sake. For it is the God who 

said, "Let light shine out of darkness," who has shone in our 

hearts to give the light of the knowledge of the glory of God in the 

face of Jesus Christ.

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Canticle  A Song of the Wilderness  Isaiah 35:1-7,10 

   Said antiphonally breaking at the half verse 

 

The wilderness and the dry land shall be glad, * 

 the desert shall rejoice and blossom; 

It shall blossom abundantly, * 

 and rejoice with joy and singing. 

They shall see the glory of the Lord, * 

 the majesty of our God. 

Strengthen the weary hands, * 

 and make firm the feeble knees.

Officiant 2   A Reading from the Gospel according to John  
    John 14:6-14 
 

Jesus said to Thomas, "I am the way, and the truth, and the life. 

No one comes to the Father except through me. If you know me, 

you will know my Father also. From now on you do know him 

and have seen him." 

 

Philip said to him, "Lord, show us the Father, and we will be 

satisfied." Jesus said to him, "Have I been with you all this time, 

Philip, and you still do not know me? Whoever has seen me has 

seen the Father. How can you say, `Show us the Father'? Do you 

not believe that I am in the Father and the Father is in me? The 

words that I say to you I do not speak on my own; but the Father 

who dwells in me does his works. Believe me that I am in the 

Father and the Father is in me; but if you do not, then believe me 

because of the works themselves. Very truly, I tell you, the one 

who believes in me will also do the works that I do and, in fact, 

will do greater works than these, because I am going to the Father. 

I will do whatever you ask in my name, so that the Father may be 

glorified in the Son. If in my name you ask me for anything, I will 

do it."
