Does not wisdom call, and does not understanding raise her voice? On the heights, beside the way, at
the crossroads she takes her stand; beside the gates in front of the town, at the entrance of the portals
she cries out: “To you, O people, | call, and my cry is to all that live. The LORD created me at the
beginning of his work, the first of his acts of long ago.

Sermon The Rev. Dr. Paul Kolbet

The Nicene Creed Spoken by all, standing.

We give thanks to you, O God, for the goodness and love which you have made known to us in
creation; in the calling of Israel to be your people; in your Word spoken through the prophets; and
above all in the Word made flesh, Jesus, your Son.
