Now we command you, beloved, in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, to keep away from believers who
are living in idleness and not according to the tradition that they received from us. For you yourselves
know how you ought to imitate us; we were not idle when we were with you, and we did not eat
anyone's bread without paying for it; but with toil and labor we worked night and day, so that we might
not burden any of you. This was not because we do not have that right, but in order to give you an
example to imitate. For even when we were with you, we gave you this command: Anyone unwilling to
work should not eat. For we hear that some of you are living in idleness, mere busybodies, not doing any
work. Now such persons we command and exhort in the Lord Jesus Christ to do their work quietly and
to earn their own living. Brothers and sisters, do not be weary in doing what is right.

The Holy Gospel according to Luke 21:5-19

When some were speaking about the temple, how it was adorned with beautiful stones and gifts dedicated
to God, Jesus said, "As for these things that you see, the days will come when not one stone will be left
upon another; all will be thrown down."

They asked him, "Teacher, when will this be, and what will be the sign that this is about to take place?"
And he said, "Beware that you are not led astray; for many will come in my name and say, "1 am he!' and,
“The time is near!' Do not go after them.

"When you hear of wars and insurrections, do not be terrified; for these things must take place first, but
the end will not follow immediately." Then he said to them, "Nation will rise against nation, and kingdom
against kingdom; there will be great earthquakes, and in various places famines and plagues; and there
will be dreadful portents and great signs from heaven.

"But before all this occurs, they will arrest you and persecute you; they will hand you over to synagogues
and prisons, and you will be brought before kings and governors because of my name. This will give you
an opportunity to testify. So make up your minds not to prepare your defense in advance; for | will give
you words and a wisdom that none of your opponents will be able to withstand or contradict. You will
be betrayed even by parents and brothers, by relatives and friends; and they will put some of you to
death. You will be hated by all because of my name. But not a hair of your head will perish. By your
endurance you will gain your souls."

Parents and Godparents
| present Everly Josephine to receive the Sacrament of Baptism.

When all have been presented the Celebrant asks the parents and godparents
Will you be responsible for seeing that the child you present is brought up in the Christian faith and life?

Parents and Godparents
1 will, with God’s help.

Celebrant
Will you by your prayers and witness help this child to grow into the full stature of Christ?

Parents and Godparents
1 will, with God’s help.

Then the Celebrant asks the following questions to those who speak on behalf of young children
Question Do you renounce Satan and all the spiritual forces of wickedness that rebel against God?
Answer | renounce them.

Question Do you renounce the evil powers of this world which corrupt and destroy the creatures of
God?
Answer | renounce them.



Question Do you renounce all sinful desires that draw you from the love of God?
Answer | renounce them.

Question Do you turn to Jesus Christ and accept him as your Savior?
Answer 1do.

Question Do you put your whole trust in his grace and love?
Answer 1do.

Question Do you promise to follow and obey him as your Lord?
Answer 1do.

He was conceived by the power of the Holy Spirit and born of the Virgin Mary.
He suffered under Pontius Pilate, was crucified, died, and was buried.
He descended to the dead.
On the third day he rose again.
He ascended into heaven, and is seated at the right hand of the Father.
He will come again to judge the living and the dead.

Celebrant Do you believe in God the Holy Spirit?
People 1 believe in the Holy Spirit,

the holy catholic Church,

the communion of saints,

the forgiveness of sins,

the resurrection of the body,

and the life everlasting.

Celebrant Will you continue in the apostles’ teaching and fellowship, in the breaking of bread, and in
the prayers?

People 1 will, with God’s help.

Celebrant Will you persevere in resisting evil, and, whenever you fall into sin, repent and return to the
Lord?

People 1 will, with God’s help.

Celebrant Will you proclaim by word and example the Good News of God in Christ?
People 1 will, with God’s help.

Celebrant Will you seek and serve Christ in all persons, loving your neighbor as yourself?

People 1 will, with God’s help.

Celebrant Will you strive for justice and peace among all people, and respect the dignity of every
human being?

People 1 will, with God’s help.

Grant, O Lord, that all who are baptized into the death of Jesus Christ your Son may live in the power of
his resurrection and look for him to come again in glory; who lives and reigns now and for ever. Amen.

Thanksgiving over the Water

The Celebrant blesses the water, first saying
The Lord be with you.

People  And also with you.

Celebrant Let us give thanks to the Lord our God.
People lt is right to give God thanks and praise.

Celebrant: We thank you, Almighty God, for the gift of water. Over it the Holy Spirit moved in the
beginning of creation. Through it you led the children of Israel out of their bondage in Egypt into the
land of promise. In it your Son Jesus received the baptism of John and was anointed by the Holy Spirit as
the Messiah, the Christ, to lead us, through his death and resurrection, from the bondage of sin into
everlasting life.

We thank you, Father, for the water of Baptism. In it we are buried with Christ in his death. By it we
share in his resurrection. Through it we are reborn by the Holy Spirit. Therefore in joyful obedience to
your Son, we bring into his fellowship those who come to him in faith, baptizing them in the Name of
the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit.

At the following words, the Celebrant touches the water

Now sanctify this water, we pray you, by the power of your Holy Spirit, that those who here are
cleansed from sin and born again may continue for ever in the risen life of Jesus Christ our Savior. To
him, to you, and to the Holy Spirit, be all honor and glory, now and for ever. Amen.

The Baptism

Everly Josephine, | baptize you in the Name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit.
Amen.

Let us pray. Heavenly Father, we thank you that by water and the Holy Spirit you have bestowed upon
this your servant the forgiveness of sin, and have raised her to the new life of grace. Sustain her, O Lord,
in your Holy Spirit. Give her an inquiring and discerning heart, the courage to will and to persevere, a
spirit to know and to love you, and the gift of joy and wonder in all your works. Amen.

The Sign of the Cross
Then the Priest places a hand on each person’s head, marking on the forehead the sign of the cross and
saying: You are sealed by the Holy Spirit in Baptism and marked as Christ’s own for ever. Amen.

Holy and gracious Father: In your infinite love you made us for yourself; and, when we had fallen into sin
and become subject to evil and death, you, in your mercy, sent Jesus Christ, your only and eternal Son, to
share our human nature, to live and die as one of us, to reconcile us to you, the God and Father of all.

He stretched out his arms upon the cross, and offered himself, in obedience to your will, a perfect sacrifice
for the whole world. On the night he was handed over to suffering and death, our Lord Jesus Christ took



bread; and when he had given thanks to you, he broke it, and gave it to his disciples, and said, “Take, eat:
This is my Body, which is given for you. Do this for the remembrance of me.”

After supper he took the cup of wine; and when he had given thanks, he gave it to them, and said, “Drink
this, all of you: This is my Blood of the new Covenant, which is shed for you and for many for the
forgiveness of sins. Whenever you drink it, do this for the remembrance of me.”

Therefore we proclaim the mystery of faith:
Christ has died.

Christ is risen.
Christ will come again.

We celebrate the memorial of our redemption, O Father, in this sacrifice of praise and thanksgiving.
Recalling his death, resurrection, and ascension, we offer you these gifts.

Sanctify them by your Holy Spirit to be for your people the Body and Blood of your Son, the holy food
and drink of new and unending life in him. Sanctify us also that we may faithfully receive this holy
Sacrament, and serve you in unity, constancy, and peace; and at the last day bring us with all your saints
into the joy of your eternal kingdom.

All this we ask through your Son Jesus Christ. By him, and with him, and in him, in the unity of the Holy
Spirit all honor and glory is yours, Almighty Father, now and for ever. AMEN.
