A Reading from the Book of Exodus 33:12-23      

Moses said to the Lord, “See, you have said to me, ‘Bring up this people’; but you have not let me 

know whom you will send with me. Yet you have said, ‘I know you by name, and you have also 

found favor in my sight.’ Now if I have found favor in your sight, show me your ways, so that I may 

know you and find favor in your sight. Consider too that this nation is your people.” He said, “My 

presence will go with you, and I will give you rest.” And he said to him, “If your presence will not go, 

do not carry us up from here. For how shall it be known that I have found favor in your sight, I and 

your people, unless you go with us? In this way, we shall be distinct, I and your people, from every 

people on the face of the earth.” 

The Lord said to Moses, “I will do the very thing that you have asked; for you have found favor in my 

sight, and I know you by name.” Moses said, “Show me your glory, I pray.” And he said, “I will make 

all my goodness pass before you, and will proclaim before you the name, ‘The Lord’; and I will be 

gracious to whom I will be gracious, and will show mercy on whom I will show mercy.

A Reading from the first Letter to the Thessalonians 1:1-10 

Paul, Silvanus, and Timothy, To the church of the Thessalonians in God the Father and the Lord Jesus 

Christ: 

 

Grace to you and peace. 

 

We always give thanks to God for all of you and mention you in our prayers, constantly remembering 

before our God and Father your work of faith and labor of love and steadfastness of hope in our Lord 

Jesus Christ. For we know, brothers and sisters beloved by God, that he has chosen you, because our 

message of the gospel came to you not in word only, but also in power and in the Holy Spirit and with 

full conviction; just as you know what kind of persons we proved to be among you for your sake. And 

you became imitators of us and of the Lord, for in spite of persecution you received the word with joy 

inspired by the Holy Spirit, so that you became an example to all the believers in Macedonia and in 

Achaia. For the word of the Lord has sounded forth from you not only in Macedonia and Achaia, but 
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in every place your faith in God has become known, so that we have no need to speak about it. For 

the people of those regions report about us what kind of welcome we had among you, and how you 

turned to God from idols, to serve a living and true God, and to wait for his Son from heaven, whom 

he raised from the dead-- Jesus, who rescues us from the wrath that is coming.

The Holy Gospel according to Matthew 22:15-22

Holy Baptism 

Presentation of Candidate and Examination      BCP p. 301 

The Celebrant says 

The Candidate for Holy Baptism will now be presented. 

Parents and Godparents 

I present Lila Jane to receive the Sacrament of Baptism. 

When all have been presented the Celebrant asks the parents and godparents 

Will you be responsible for seeing that the child you present is brought up in the Christian faith and 

life? 

Parents and Godparents 

I will, with God’s help. 

Celebrant 

Will you by your prayers and witness help this child to grow into the full stature of Christ? 

Parents and Godparents 

I will, with God’s help. 

Then the Celebrant asks the following questions to those who speak on behalf of young children 

Question  Do you renounce Satan and all the spiritual forces of wickedness that rebel against 

God? 

Answer I renounce them. 

Question  Do you renounce the evil powers of this world which corrupt and destroy the 

creatures of God? 

Answer I renounce them. 

Question  Do you renounce all sinful desires that draw you from the love of God? 
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Answer I renounce them. 

Question  Do you turn to Jesus Christ and accept him as your Savior? 

Answer I do. 

Question Do you put your whole trust in his grace and love? 

Answer I do. 

Question Do you promise to follow and obey him as your Lord? 

Answer I do. 

After all have been presented, the Celebrant addresses the congregation,  

Question Will you who witness these vows do all in your power to support these persons in their 

life in Christ? 

People   We will.  

The Baptismal Covenant (please stand as you are able)  

Celebrant  Do you believe in God the Father? 

People  I believe in God, the Father almighty, creator of heaven and earth. 

Celebrant  Do you believe in Jesus Christ, the Son of God? 

People I believe in Jesus Christ, his only Son, our Lord. 

He was conceived by the power of the Holy Spirit and born of the Virgin Mary. 

He suffered under Pontius Pilate, was crucified, died, and was buried. 

He descended to the dead. 

On the third day he rose again. 

He ascended into heaven, and is seated at the right hand of the Father. 

He will come again to judge the living and the dead. 

Celebrant Do you believe in God the Holy Spirit? 

People I believe in the Holy Spirit, 

  the holy catholic Church, 

  the communion of saints, 

  the forgiveness of sins, 

  the resurrection of the body, 

  and the life everlasting. 

Celebrant  Will you continue in the apostles’ teaching and fellowship, in the breaking of bread, and 

in the prayers? 

People  I will, with God’s help. 

Celebrant Will you persevere in resisting evil, and, whenever you fall into sin, repent and return to 

the Lord? 

People  I will, with God’s help. 

Celebrant Will you proclaim by word and example the Good News of God in Christ? 

People  I will, with God’s help. 

Celebrant  Will you seek and serve Christ in all persons, loving your neighbor as yourself? 

People  I will, with God’s help. 

Celebrant   Will you strive for justice and peace among all people, and respect the dignity of every 

human being? 

People  I will, with God’s help. 

  

The Prayers for the Candidate 

The Celebrant then says to the congregation: Let us now pray for Lila Jane who is to receive the 

Sacrament of new birth. 

A Person appointed leads the following petitions 

Leader Deliver him, O Lord, from the way of sin and death. 
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People  Lord, hear our prayer. 

Leader Open his heart to your grace and truth. 

People Lord, hear our prayer. 

Leader Fill him with your holy and life-giving Spirit. 

People Lord, hear our prayer. 

Leader Keep him in the faith and communion of your holy Church. 

People  Lord, hear our prayer. 

Leader Teach him to love others in the power of the Spirit. 

People Lord, hear our prayer. 

Leader Send him into the world in witness to your love. 

People Lord, hear our prayer. 

Leader Bring him to the fullness of your peace and glory. 

People Lord, hear our prayer. 

The Celebrant says 

Grant, O Lord, that all who are baptized into the death of Jesus Christ your Son may live in the power 

of his resurrection and look for him to come again in glory; who lives and reigns now and for ever. 

Amen. 

  

Thanksgiving over the Water 

The Celebrant blesses the water, first saying 

  The Lord be with you. 

People  And also with you. 

Celebrant Let us give thanks to the Lord our God. 

People It is right to give God thanks and praise. 

Celebrant: We thank you, Almighty God, for the gift of water. Over it the Holy Spirit moved in the 

beginning of creation. Through it you led the children of Israel out of their bondage in Egypt into the 

land of promise. In it your Son Jesus received the baptism of John and was anointed by the Holy Spirit 

as the Messiah, the Christ, to lead us, through his death and resurrection, from the bondage of sin into 

everlasting life. 

We thank you, Father, for the water of Baptism. In it we are buried with Christ in his death. By it we 

share in his resurrection. Through it we are reborn by the Holy Spirit. Therefore in joyful obedience to 

your Son, we bring into his fellowship those who come to him in faith, baptizing them in the Name of 

the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit. 

At the following words, the Celebrant touches the water 

Now sanctify this water, we pray you, by the power of your Holy Spirit, that those who here are 

cleansed from sin and born again may continue for ever in the risen life of Jesus Christ our Savior. To 

him, to you, and to the Holy Spirit, be all honor and glory, now and for ever.  Amen. 

  

The Baptism  

Lila Jane, I baptize you in the Name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit.  Amen. 

Let us pray. Heavenly Father, we thank you that by water and the Holy Spirit you have bestowed 

upon this your servant the forgiveness of sin, and have raised him to the new life of grace. Sustain him, 

O Lord, in your Holy Spirit. Give him an inquiring and discerning heart, the courage to will and to 

persevere, a spirit to know and to love you, and the gift of joy and wonder in all your works.  Amen. 

  

The Sign of the Cross  

Then the Priest places a hand on each person’s head, marking on the forehead the sign of the cross and 

saying: You are sealed by the Holy Spirit in Baptism and marked as Christ’s own for ever.  Amen. 
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The Welcome 

When all have been baptized, the Celebrant says: We receive you into the household of God, confess 

the faith of Christ crucified, proclaim his resurrection and share with us in his eternal priesthood. 

Celebrant: Let us welcome the newly baptized.

Celebrant  The peace of the Lord be always with you.

The Celebrant continues 

Holy and gracious Father: In your infinite love you made us for yourself, and, when we had fallen 

into sin and become subject to evil and death, you, in your mercy, sent Jesus Christ, your only and 

eternal Son, to share our human nature, to live and die as one of us, to reconcile us to you, the God 

and Father of all. 

He stretched out his arms upon the cross, and offered himself, in obedience to your will, a perfect 

sacrifice for the whole world. On the night he was handed over to suffering and death, our Lord 

Jesus Christ took bread; and when he had given thanks to you, he broke it, and gave it to his 

disciples, and said, "Take, eat: This is my Body, which is given for you. Do this for the remembrance 

of me." 

After supper he took the cup of wine; and when he had given thanks, he gave it to them, and said, 

"Drink this, all of you: This is my Blood of the new Covenant, which is shed for you and for many for 

the forgiveness of sins. Whenever you drink it, do this for the remembrance of me." 

Therefore we proclaim the mystery of faith: 

Celebrant and People 
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Christ has died. 

Christ is risen. 

Christ will come again. 

We celebrate the memorial of our redemption, O Father, in this sacrifice of praise and thanksgiving. 

Recalling his death, resurrection, and ascension, we offer you these gifts. 

Sanctify them by your Holy Spirit to be for your people the Body and Blood of your Son, the holy 

food and drink of new and unending life in him. Sanctify us also that we may faithfully receive this 

holy Sacrament, and serve you in unity, constancy, and peace; and at the last day bring us with all 

your saints into the joy of your eternal kingdom. 

All this we ask through your Son Jesus Christ: By Christ, and with Christ, and in Christ, in the unity 

of the Holy Spirit all honor and glory is yours, Almighty Father, now and for ever. AMEN.
