A Reading from the Book of Ezekiel 34:11-16, 20-24

Thus says the Lord God: | myself will search for my sheep, and will seek them out. As shepherds
seek out their flocks when they are among their scattered sheep, so | will seek out my sheep. | will
rescue them from all the places to which they have been scattered on a day of clouds and thick
darkness. | will bring them out from the peoples and gather them from the countries, and will
bring them into their own land; and | will feed them on the mountains of lsrael, by the
watercourses, and in all the inhabited parts of the land. | will feed them with good pasture, and
the mountain heights of Israel shall be their pasture; there they shall lie down in good grazing

The Holy Gospel according to Matthew 25:31-46

People Said before the reading Glory to you, Lord Christ.

Jesus said, “When the Son of Man comes in his glory, and all the angels with him, then he will sit
on the throne of his glory. All the nations will be gathered before him, and he will separate
people one from another as a shepherd separates the sheep from the goats, and he will put the
sheep at his right hand and the goats at the left.

Parents and Godparents
| present Wren to receive the Sacrament of Baptism.
When all have been presented the Celebrant asks the parents and godparents

Will you be responsible for seeing that the child you present is brought up in the Christian faith
and life?

Parents and Godparents

1 will, with God’s help.

Celebrant

Will you by your prayers and witness help this child to grow into the full stature of Christ?

Parents and Godparents

1 will, with God’s help.

Then the Celebrant asks the following questions to those who speak on behalf of young children

Question Do you renounce Satan and all the spiritual forces of wickedness that rebel against
God?

Answerl renounce them.

Question Do you renounce the evil powers of this world which corrupt and destroy the
creatures of God?

Answerl renounce them.

Question Do you renounce all sinful desires that draw you from the love of God?
Answerl renounce them.

Question Do you turn to Jesus Christ and accept him as your Savior?

Question Do you put your whole trust in his grace and love?

He was conceived by the power of the Holy Spirit and born of the Virgin Mary.
He suffered under Pontius Pilate, was crucified, died, and was buried.
He descended to the dead.
On the third day he rose again.
He ascended into heaven, and is seated at the right hand of the Father.
He will come again to judge the living and the dead.

Thanksgiving over the Water

The Celebrant blesses the water, first saying
The Lord be with you.

People And also with you.

Celebrant Let us give thanks to the Lord our God.
People 1t is right to give God thanks and praise.

Celebrant: We thank you, Almighty God, for the gift of water. Over it the Holy Spirit moved in
the beginning of creation. Through it you led the children of Israel out of their bondage in Egypt
into the land of promise. In it your Son Jesus received the baptism of John and was anointed by
the Holy Spirit as the Messiah, the Christ, to lead us, through his death and resurrection, from the
bondage of sin into everlasting life.

We thank you, Father, for the water of Baptism. In it we are buried with Christ in his death. By it
we share in his resurrection. Through it we are reborn by the Holy Spirit. Therefore in joyful
obedience to your Son, we bring into his fellowship those who come to him in faith, baptizing
them in the Name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit.

At the following words, the Celebrant touches the water

Now sanctify this water, we pray you, by the power of your Holy Spirit, that those who here are
cleansed from sin and born again may continue for ever in the risen life of Jesus Christ our Savior.
To him, to you, and to the Holy Spirit, be all honor and glory, now and for ever. Amen.

The Baptism
Wren, | baptize you in the Name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit. Amen.

Let us pray. Heavenly Father, we thank you that by water and the Holy Spirit you have bestowed
upon this your servant the forgiveness of sin, and have raised him to the new life of grace. Sustain
him, O Lord, in your Holy Spirit. Give him an inquiring and discerning heart, the courage to will
and to persevere, a spirit to know and to love you, and the gift of joy and wonder in all your
works. Amen.



The Sign of the Cross

Then the Priest places a hand on each person’s head, marking on the forehead the sign of the
cross and saying:

You are sealed by the Holy Spirit in Baptism and marked as Christ’s own for ever. Amen.

Sanctify them by your Holy Spirit to be for your people the Body and Blood of your Son, the
holy food and drink of new and unending life in him. Sanctify us also that we may faithfully
receive this holy Sacrament, and serve you in unity, constancy, and peace; and at the last day
bring us with all your saints into the joy of your eternal kingdom.

All this we ask through your Son Jesus Christ: By Christ, and with Christ, and in Christ, in the
unity of the Holy Spirit all honor and glory is yours, Almighty Father, now and for ever.
