The Lessons

Officiant 1 A Reading from the Acts of the Apostles
Acts 18:1-4, 18-21, 24-28

Paul left Athens and went to Corinth. There he found a Jew
named Aquila, a native of Pontus, who had recently come from
Italy with his wife Priscilla, because Claudius had ordered all
Jews to leave Rome. Paul went to see them, and, because he was
of the same trade, he stayed with them, and they worked
together—by trade they were tentmakers. Every sabbath he would
argue in the synagogue and would try to convince Jews and
Greeks.

After staying there for a considerable time, Paul said farewell to
the believers and sailed for Syria, accompanied by Priscilla and
Aquila. At Cenchreae he had his hair cut, for he was under a vow.
When they reached Ephesus, he left them there, but first he
himself went into the synagogue and had a discussion with the
Jews. When they asked him to stay longer, he declined; but on
taking leave of them, he said, “I will return to you, if God wills.”
Then he set sail from Ephesus.

Now there came to Ephesus a Jew named Apollos, a native of
Alexandria. He was an eloquent man, well-versed in the
scriptures. He had been instructed in the Way of the Lord; and he
spoke with burning enthusiasm and taught accurately the things
concerning Jesus, though he knew only the baptism of John. He
began to speak boldly in the synagogue; but when Priscilla and
Aquila heard him, they took him aside and explained the Way of
God to him more accurately. And when he wished to cross over to
Achaia, the believers encouraged him and wrote to the disciples to
welcome him. On his arrival he greatly helped those who through
grace had become believers, for he powerfully refuted the Jews in
public, showing by the scriptures that the Messiah is Jesus.

When he was at the table with them, he took bread, blessed and
broke it, and gave it to them. Then their eyes were opened, and
they recognized him; and he vanished from their sight. They said
to each other, “Were not our hearts burning within us while he
was talking to us on the road, while he was opening the scriptures
to us?” That same hour they got up and returned to Jerusalem; and
they found the eleven and their companions gathered together.
They were saying, “The Lord has risen indeed, and he has
appeared to Simon!” Then they told what had happened on the
road, and how he had been made known to them in the breaking
of the bread.
